1. Introduction to the style guide, formatting of main text, and page layout 
 Each researcher’s extended abstract will be 1 page of A4 paper size. Title, author names, affiliation, captions and main text can be written in Japanese or English. The first line of paragraphs within the section or subsection should be indented 0.2 in. (0.62 cm). Use A4 paper (21 cm x 29.7 cm) with 1 in. margins (2.54 cm) on all size, use 10-point font, and do not use hyphens at the end of a line. Put your presentation number on the left-top of the header eg. S2-3, P100.  
2. Figures and tables

Table captions (10-point font) should be centered above tables, and figure captions (8-point font) should be centered below figures (for example, “Fig. 1. Laser”). Both should appear as close as possible to where they are mentioned in the main text.
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Final version of the extended abstract should be a PDF file compatible to with Adobe Acrobat Reader 4.0 or later. All fonts should be embedded to the PDF. The maximum allowed file size is 2MB. The PDF fine name should be prefixed with your family name with your presentation number informed from conference organizer, eg. If your family is “XXXX” and your presentation number is “P100” then, the file name should be XXXX_P100.pdf.
